If you would like to donate to our PTP, you can go
to our CSE website and donate or fill out the form that is in your child’s take home folder
from our PTP coordinators. The money goes straight to providing lunches, snacks, and
goodies for our staff.

**Reminder** To help our students get acclimated to school the first few weeks of
school, we kindly ask for no lunch visitors until September 5.

SafeTy is our top priority! Please carefully follow all traffic procedures for the safety of
our children. If if is raining in the morning, we will not have a crosswalk guard. On those

days, please go through the car line or walk your child up to the awning at the front of the
building.

Please do not park dlong the rock wall during morning drop off due to safety concerns.

We open our doors at 7:25 AM for car riders. PLEASE, PLEASE, PLEASE do nof leave
your child unattended atf the front of the building before we open the doors. We will open
the car door for your child if you are driving through the car line. You may walk your child
up to the front door/foyer at the front of the building if you would like. Please do not pull
around fo the back of the building to drop off your child as bus riders will be unloaded in
this area. All students eating breakfast should be here no later than 7:45 and go directly
to the cafeteria. First and second grade students not eating breakfast will stay in the
gym until classes begin. Third grade students will remain in the cafetferia until classes
begin. All students will be taken to their classrooms at 7:55 AM. Our tardy bell rings at
8:05. If your child arrives after 8:05, please walk into the office with your child to sign in
and to get a tardy slip before sending them to their classroom.




The first day of school, ONLY, you may walk your child to their appropriate ared in the
morning. After the first day, dll students will walk on their own to their designated ared.
You may still walk them to the front doors/foyer each day if you would like.

-AF TERNOON PICK-UPi

Edch sfudent wili be issued Two (2) student pick up cards at the beginning of the school
yedr. Please refer to the afternoon pick up procedure mdp that has been included in
your child’s beginning of the year information. All children will be picked up in their
appropriate car line. Anyone who does not have their pick-up card will be asked to go fo
the office with their driver’s license. For safety purposes, we do not allow walk-ins for
afternoon pick-up. If you walk from your house to pick up your child, you may request a
“CSE WALKER® card. If the pick-up cards are forgotten or lost, our office staff will be
happy to issue dnother one with proper identification. Please inform any person picking
up your child of our pick up procedures.

Early dismissal is allowed for docTor dental and other necessary dppointments but
ofherwise students should remain atf school until the scheduled dismissdl time. Beating the
traffic is not a reason for early dismissal. If you choose fo walk in and pick up your child
at the end of the day, they may be picked up dfter dll buses have run.

If it is necessary to change the way your child is fo go home from his/her normal routine,
please call the office before 2:00 PM or send a note that morning. We will send a child
home the usual way unless d note or phone call comes from the parent.

Posmve behawor is an important aspect of the school day. Our teachers have been
frained in classroom management and expect students to follow the rules and
procedures. We believe behavior skills precede dcademic skills. The students are
trdined at the beginning of the year in school rules and procedures that will allow more
time for teachers to aftend to academics and students to become responsible for their
actions. Parents are a vital part of this process; therefore, we need your assistance in
working with your child fo succeed.
